Additional buildings  
and remodelling: From November 2001 until October 2002  

Due to the demolition of old buildings and the 
construction of two new buildings, the Jagdhof now 
consists of a troika: the present “Jagdhof” with restaurant 
and rooms, the main building “Gutshof” with public 
areas, seminar rooms, guest rooms, and a 450 m² 
ballroom with a view above lake Fuschl, as well as the 
additional guest room-, wellness-, and convention 
complex “Hüttererhof”. Hotel wings and underground 
parking are subsurface connected.

Original building:  Around 1700  
 
History:  The once huge 17th century farm belonged to the 

circumjacent buildings of the Salzburger archbishops` 
hunting residence Schloss Fuschl. In 1967 the Jagdhof 
was opened as a hotel, and in1994 after a fire originally 
rebuilt. Also the reconstruction and expansion of 
buildings was accomplished with caution: the 
architectural is consistent with the typical style of the 
Salzkammergut and fits harmoniously into the landscape.

“Fuschler Zille”. The cultural offering of Mozart`s city 
Salzburg, which is just 20 km away from Hotel Jagdhof, 
with concerts, theatre and the Salzburg Festival tops off 
the generous choices of the hotel.
